ROAD TRANSPORT PROCI AMATION

WHEREAS, the economic and social
development of the country requires that road
transport service be regulated to make it more

reliable, integrated, modern and safe;

WHEREAS, it is necessary to ensure that
the administration of road transport properly
implements the government’s economic and
social affairs policies; ensure that there is a
strong enforcement and monitoring system in
the road transport up to the lower
administrative level; and ensure that the road
transport sector is equipped with technologies

essential for its reliability and accessibility;

NOW, THERFORE, in accordance with
Article 55(1) of the Constitution of the Federal
Democratic Republic of Ethiopia, it is hereby

proclaimed as follows:

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PART ONE

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as the "Road
Transport Proclamation No. 1274/2022".

2. Definition

In this Proclamation, unless the context

“Road Transport” means for the

"Road Transport Service" means the
service of transporting of passengers or
goods with remuneration by natural or

juridical persons; and is classified as

either private or commercial road
transport as follows:
a) "Private Commercial Road

Transport” means if the vehicle used
for carrying passengers or goods is

owned by the enterprise, and

(i)in the case

transported, the goods are owned by
the

entrusted to it for the purpose of
maintenance or repair and the
transportation of said goods is
necessary and complementary to the
commercial

principal activity

(ii) in the case of passengers being
transported, the passengers are
employees of the enterprise and
are being transported to or from
their place of work or are

engaged in the business of the

enterprise;
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b) "General Commercial Road
Transport" means except the city taxi all
commercial road transport not classified

as private;

6/ “Business Entity” means for the purpose
of this Proclamation any person or
enterprise  registered as trader in
accordance  with  the  applicable

commercials laws of Ethiopia and is

issued with a transport trade license from

the competent authority;

7/ "Disciplinary  Manual" means a
Directive issued by the Ministry
governing disciplinary action and its

execution;

8/ "Highway" means a road administered
and designated as such by the Ethiopian
Roads Administration;

9/ "Trip Schedule" means yearly, monthly,
weekly or daily program scheduled for
the operation of public commercial road

transport vehicles;

10/“Road User” means a driver, bicycle
rider and a person using a road transport

service; and includes pedestrian;

11/“Driver” means a natural person issued
with a valid driving permit from a
competent authority for operating a
vehicle in accordance with the

appropriate road transport law;
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12/ "Assigned Route” means the specific
departure and destination point to be
determined by the Ministry where public
commercial road transport vehicles are

assigned to operate;

13/"Passenger" means any person boarding
for travel in a vehicle, other than the
driver, cashier or any other person

assigned to work on a vehicle;

14/"Supervision" means ascertaining of the

proper  implementation of Road
Transport Proclamation; Regulations,
Directives, Standards and decisions
issued in accordance with this
Proclamation;

15/"Supervisor” means an employee

assigned by the Ministry to execute
supervisory activities in any part of

Ethiopia.

16/"Road" means any road, street, highway
or other travel route customarily used by

vehicles including bridges;

17/"Vehicle" means any type of wheeled
vehicle other than specialized military
vehicle; and includes wagons, cycles,
motorized vehicles, semi-trailers and

trailers;

3._Scope of Application

This Proclamation shall be applicable to all
transport services carried out on all roads
linking two or more Regions; to any road
infrastructures and transport services carried
out on such roads which link Ethiopia with
neighboring Countries; and on all vehicles
using roads in Ethiopia, on all drivers and all
other road users.
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4. Objectives of the Proclamation

The Proclamation has the following objectives:

3/ to ensure the road transport service is
free from environmental pollution and

environment friendly;
